Surbhhi studies 
languages and linguistic anomalies, and brings to attention 
strange coincidences between languages and cultures, with the 
strong belief that everything is connected, and if we recognise 
our similarities, we can build a better future. For instance, the 
umbrella bears the words, “Vaanar” that means monkey in 
Sanskrit, but translates to “Wo(h) Man” in English, to stress the 
ubiquity of women and their importance, putting them at the root 
of everything.
